Youth Employment Listings


A number of residents have told us that they would love to see a listing of neighborhood young people interested in working as babysitters or lawn mowers, etc.  Newcomers to Middle Plantation have been especially receptive to this idea.  Following much discussion, the board has decided to proceed and we will put together a list of job seekers and publish it in the next newsletter.  The jobs will include babysitting, dog walking, pet sitting/house sitting, lawn mowing, yard cleanup, tutoring and other jobs you may choose to add.





This list will only be available to Middle Plantation residents.  It will be included in the November newsletter (which is only distributed to residents) but not placed on our website. Realtor/Home Seller Notification of Deed Restrictions





The second new initiative that we are introducing, also following much discussion, is a program to notify anyone selling a home in Middle Plantation (both the homeowner and the listing realtor) of our deed restrictions.  The board, especially the Architectural Review Committee, has had to deal with a number of new residents who unknowingly are violating the deed restrictions.  When contacted by the League they state that the selling agent or the selling homeowner told them that there were no restrictions or that boats, campers or other items prohibited under our restrictions were specifically allowed.  Naturally, when new residents learn of our restrictions at this late a date, friction often occurs.





To help alleviate this problem the board has decided to launch a program whereby we will send a letter to the selling realtor and the selling homeowner informing them of our deed restrictions.  Every selling homeowner will receive the letter but each realtor will receive the letter only the first time they list a Middle Plantation home after the program is launched.  (Since realtors often have multiple Middle Plantation listings, there is no need to send a letter each time.)





In order to make this program a success, we need everyone’s help.  When you see a new for sale sign on a neighbor’s lot, please call me at 498-7389.  Provide the address and the realtor’s name and firm (or indicate the property is for sale by owner).

Architectural Review Committee





The Architectural Review committee is responsible for maintaining the deed restrictions within Middle Plantation.  These restrictions are detailed in the front of the Middle Plantation directory and are also posted on our Website (www.middleplantation.org).  All homeowners planning to erect any additions, outlying structures or fences should review their plans with the committee before work begins.  This simple step will eliminate potential problems and avoid the need for major rework.  





We also see boats and unregistered cars in the neighborhood.  Remember, parking of boats is not permitted in the neighborhood.  If you bring your boat home for end of season cleaning, please do the work promptly and put the boat in storage.  Also, please note that all cars parked in view of the street or your neighbors must have a current state registration.
